The Assignment

The Process—How to get from A to Z
ENTRY 1

Friday, 1/26: Meet with Steve Lawson and Tracy Santa for Wikipedia introduction (12:00-2:00 p.m. in TLC 1, basement of the Colket Center at Tutt Library)
Saturday, 1/27-Monday 1/28: 
Students should meet to identify and gather library and online resources they want to explore, then divide the labor of who will read what in preparation for an information exchange session on Monday.  At this early stage, you should review related Wikipedia entries to make sure that you do not duplicate the focus or content of entries related to your topic.  Your sources should include a minimum of:

· Four refereed critical articles

· Four subject-specific critical books (not text books)

· Four current, substantive internet resources (on beyond Wikipedia)

Monday, 1/29:  Meet for an information exchange session. Compare notes you’ve taken on what you’ve read about your topic over the weekend;
· Identify works you still need to consult before Thursday;

· Discuss what information is most essential to include in your entry.   Focus-focus-focus.

· Begin to map-sketch-organize your Wikipedia entry; decide who will write which part(s) of the entry.

· E-mail the results of this discussion (your focus, your individual sections, who is doing what work, etc.) to Re and Rebecca.
Tuesday, 1/30-Thursday, 2/1: Research; Read; Consult with each other; Write.
Thursday, 2/1: Meet to collaborate and create the draft of your entry that you will present on Friday, 2/2.

· Combine your individual sub-sections of the entry into a single entry.

· Decide which words in each entry you’ll link to other Wikipedia entries.

· Choose visual components/illustrations for your entry.

· Generate the group bibliography of sources you consulted for the various sections of the entry.

· Prepare your presentation to the class for Friday.  How will you share your article with them for their critique?

Friday, 2/2: All-class peer review.  Revise your article with suggestions from your all-class peer reviewers.

Sunday, 2/4, noon: Post your revised article to Wikipedia.

ENTRY 2
Sunday, 2/4:
